The full Congressional allocation will be reflected at the end of 2017. As of 2013 onwards, consistent with UN revenue
recognition policy, contributions are recorded to the channel from which they are received. While the full Congressional allocation is reflected in 2013-2016, the sub-total line for the G7 reflects the actual amount received directly by the two implementing agencies, WHO and UNICEF. For 2013-2015, the WHO allocation also includes funding for the

2The UK committed £300 million to polio eradication for the 2013-2018 period comprised of "core” and "match” funds. The figures for 2017-2018 include £ 19 million in “match” funds as well as £ 17 million to Gavi, the Vaccine Alliance for IPV procurement. The UK also provided an additional £13.8 million for the 2013-2014 Hom of Africa and Middle East
outbreaks.

3 Canada pledged Can$ 250 million for the 2013-2018 period. Canada also provided an additional Can$ 3 million for the 2013-2014 Horn of Africa outbreak. 7 Since 2011, His Highness Sheikh Mohamed bin Zayed Al Nahyan, Crown Prince of Abu Dhabi and Deputy Supreme Commander of the UAE Armed Forces, has pledged US$137 million towards polio eradication activities through the Global Polio Eradication Initiative (GPEI) and the UAE Pakistan Assistance Program. The figures reflect confirmed funding
to WHO and UNICEF.

®The US$ 355 Million Challenge Grant from the Bill & Melinda Gates Foundation to Rotary International is reflected in both the Bill and Melinda Gates and Rotary 2008-2012 lines, though the contribution is only counted once in the subtotal line. At the 2013 Vaccine Summit, the Bill and Melinda Gates Foundation pledged
USS$ 1.8 billion, which includes direct funding to WHO, UNICEF and Gavi, the Vaccine Alliance as well as challenge funding to third parties to leverage additional contributions. As of 15 May 2017, US$ 1224.07 million has been directly granted to WHO, UNICEF and Gavi for 2013-2017. In 2013, Rotary pledged up to US$ 175 million for 2013-2017, which
will be matched 2:1 by the Bill & Melinda Gates Foundation.
